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COMORBIDITY OF DEPRESSIVE SPECTRUM DISORDERS AND ALCOHOL DEPENDENCE
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Summary

Comorbidity — a concept that has acquired a special significance for both theoretical studies, practical, research and
clinical activities in psychiatry and narcology in last decade. The problem of co-occurrence of alcohol dependence with
other mental disorders is relevant and widely discussed in contemporary scientific literature. The accelerated development
of substance dependence with social disadaptation and delinquent behavior, which is associated with the integration of
pathological processes addictive and mental pathology, is observed in most patients with co morbid mental disorders. The
article presents contemporary literature data on co-occurrence of depressive disorders and alcohol dependence. It shows
characteristic of current psycho-epidemiological situation. The main factors of pathogenesis of addictive disorders have

been discussed in socio-cultural aspect.
