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Abstract

In the introduction, the relevance of the study is substantiated: in the past 30 years, as a result of the socio-economic crisis,
unemployment, impoverishment of the population and stress on society have increased, that negatively affected the psychoso-
matic health of the population. The goal of the study was to analyze the medical and social aspects of the incidence of mental
disorders and behavioral disorders in the population of the Belgorod region in 1990-2019, and the study of the features of their
dynamics in the last 2014-2019. The authors used a set of methods: statistical, comparative, quantitative and qualitative analysis.
With their help, the data of State statistics were analyzed, the indicators were calculated, and their assessment and comparative
analysis were carried out over the years and in comparison with the Russian Federation. As a result of the study, it was found
that for 1990-2019, the incidence of mental and behavioral disorders increased by 78,6 % (RF — 79,2 %), and the primary — by
39,3 % (in the RF — by 56,6 %). In connection with the implementation of national projects and targeted social programs, struc-
tural transformations and modernization of health care, the incidence of mental disorders and behavioral disorders decreased by
34,2 % (in the Russian Federation — by 27,0). In 20142019, the overall incidence of mental and behavioral disorders decreased
by 14,6 % (in the RF — by 15,6 %), primary — by 24,6 % (in the RF — by 16,0), and social consequences (primary disability) — by
38,6 %. In conclusion, the authors noted both the achieved positive medical and social results and proposals for improving the
psychosomatic health of the population.
